Pastor's WELCOME TO ALL

corner I did not come to tears last weekend, but I just might if I have to give a "we need money" talk
again at Masses. This is not a threat or warning. But appealing for more money is at the very
bottom of the list (well, maybe wedding rehearsals really are) of things that are the hardest part of
being a priest! The letter you received, or will receive early this week, explains in more details
the results of the "Financial Pledge" effort we had last fall. That financial pledge period asked
every parishioner to estimate as best they could, how much they would be donating to the parish in the calendar year
2006. The total pledge, plus some estimates of the donations of those who do not pledge or of the special collections of
Easter and Christmas, are the basis of the parish budget planning. The budget is on a fiscal year schedule—July 1, '05
through June 30, '06. The total of the pledges committed and estimated fell short of the budget for calendar year
'05. The same total for fiscal year '06 falls short of what we estimate now the budget will be. That is because the total
for both '05 and '06 is about the same. Please remember that the Capital Campaign: Share in the Vision is very separate
from the pledge figures. The pledge figures support the operating expenses of the parish (heat, electricity, salaries,
etc.). The Capital Campaign donations are essential to maintain the buildings, and you see that in the school windows
and in the handicap accessibility renovations to the church, among other capital improvements. Both operating expenses
and capital improvements need our attention and fidelity to the pledges made. With the advice of the Parish Finance
Council (which includes the parish trustees), the Administrator and staff, and the Parish Pastoral Council, I have asked in
the letter I spoke of above, that each parishioner prayerfully and honestly consider their response to our need. For exam-
ple, make a 10% increase in your pledge offering; make a one-time significant extra donation sometime in 2006; double
your monthly offering once—maybe twice—during the year. The small as well as the very generous response of each
parishioner adds up to an essential help to our present financial concern. "Many hands make light work" is a true saying.

While we are in the financial news area, I am very pleased to announce that Michael Goergen and Cathy Carlson have
been appointed by Archbishop Flynn as PARISH TRUSTEES, effective immediately. They succeed Steve Blessing
and Mina Harrigan who have served us very effectively and faithfully as trustees for three terms. Our sincere gratitude
goes to Mina and Steve, and our good wishes go to Cathy and Michael. Additionally, I express my deepest thanks to all
of them for the insight and support they have consistently offered me in the material care of our church and its programs.

Did you know? It costs about $43,000 to provide a Faith
Formation program at St. John’s and that only about 1%
is covered by tuition. The Faith Formation program not
only provides instruction and catechesis for children 3
years of age to 10" grade, but includes Adult Education in
the form of speakers, Bible Study, Evangelization Initia-
tive, Sacramental Preparation for parents whose children
will be baptized, receiving the sacraments of Reconcilia-
tion, First Communion and Confirmation. It also includes
the RCIA program and marriage preparation. Remember
that part of your weekly giving is needed to support Faith
Formation for the entire parish.
