CATHOLIC SCHOOLS WEEK ends this weekend. And it has been a delightful, insightful
and educational week for all of us. The 10:00 a.m. Mass last weekend, the annual pancake
breakfast and school open house that followed, were full of people excited and convinced about
the quality education and Christian Catholic formation that we offer here. All of that results from
parents who value such formation and partner with the school staff in forming children around
our faith values as well as in the best education system a grade school can offer. Our 55 year old tradition of Catholic
education in this parish is also the direct result of all parishioners knowing the value of providing such education to the
future leadership of our church and our world. Thank you parents, guardians, parishioners, teachers and staff, but thank
you children too for your readiness to learn and to grow from that learning in wisdom, age, and grace.

Here is some interesting and maybe challenging news: The children of St. John's parish, from grade 1 through the Con-
firmation classes, have now received ENVELOPES FOR THE SUNDAY COLLECTION. The children at the 10:00
a.m. Sunday Mass, as maybe you have noticed, are invited to bring their donation to the basket which two children hold
at the front of the church. All the youth of the parish are encouraged to make their donation that way. At other Masses,
those envelopes can be put in the regular collection baskets at the offertory time. Most children have some money from
allowance, or from tasks they do around the house, or from the jobs the older youth might have. The important thing is
that the children know that making a financial offering to the parish is a way of giving thanks to God for all they have
received. Also, it is very good formation in the responsibility they have, like all of us, to support the works of the par-
ish. The five or ten cent offering of the youngest of the children, to the five dollar offering of a young teen might not
make a lot of difference in the total collection. That is not the point. Those offerings however, make a big difference in
the awareness and appreciation our young people are developing toward what they receive from God and from the many
ministries of our parish. Obviously parents have a responsibility to be the main teachers in forming this kind of attitude
in their children. As in all things important to our youth, the staff of our parish school and religious education program,
and myself as well, support that important privilege of parents in any way we can. I know we will work together on this
aspect of religious formation.
