“ARISE AND EAT, ELSE THE JOURNEY WILL BE TOO GREAT FOR YOU.” (I KINGS 19:7) 

BLESSED LENTEN DAY TO YOU ALL, AND WELCOME 
 

The desert is a familiar and unwelcoming place for Jesus in his day, and for us Americans in our 

day.  The war and the deserts in Iraq and Afghanistan are all too familiar and very unwelcome to 

us.  The temptations of Jesus in the desert, given for our reflection in the Gospel of today, invite 

us to mirror ourselves in his experience.  The truth is that we struggle with temptations as Jesus 

did.  Lent provides the incentive each person needs to look deeply into the self and discover the demons that try to con-

trol our lives.  If we are sincere and faithful in facing those temptations (smoking, language, abuse of self or others, in-

justice at work or with those one lives with, drugs, anger, etc., etc.) we, like Jesus, will discover not only the demons, but 

the Spirit of God, not only a wasteland within, but God’s grace of strength and wisdom.  What a wonderful revelation 

awaits us through a faithful and sincere Lent.  Like Jesus, we can be sure we will come forth from the desert with a new 

awareness that we are called to preach the Good News, to promote the Gospel of Jesus in our works and words, attitude 

and actions.  Lent offers a wonderful time of self-discovery.   

Come early to help if you can or come to 

eat with other parishioners when you can.  Reserve your place on the sign-up sheet on the bulletin board of the foyer or 

call the parish office on Monday before the Friday you can attend.

Lenten Regulations 

The Christian faithful are to do penance 

through prayer, abstinence and by exer-

cising works of piety and charity. All 
Fridays through the year, and especially 

during Lent, are penitential days. 

Abstinence All who have reached their 14th birth-
day are to abstain from eating meat on Ash Wednesday 

and all Fridays during Lent. 

Fasting All those who are 18 or older, until their 

59th birthday, are to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good 

Friday. Only one full meal is allowed on days of fast. 

Two other meals, sufficient to maintain strength, may 

be eaten according to one’s need: but, together, they 
should not equal another full meal. Eating between meals 

is not permitted but liquids are allowed. 

The obligation does not apply to those whose health 

or ability to work would be affected seriously. People in 

doubt about fast or abstinence should consult a parish 

priest or confessor.

Hunger:  

The physical and mental condition that comes from 

not eating enough food due to insufficient economic, 

family or community resources. Hunger exists in fami-

lies where members take turns eating or eat smaller 

meals to make food last longer. 

Please support Minnesota food shelves by bringing dona-

tions to our local food shelf, ICA (Intercongregational 
Communities Association). Our goal is $100,000 combi-

nation of pounds of foods and dollars. Collection begins 

March 1 and continues until March 31. The statewide 
goal is 8.5 million pounds. ICA reports to a central unit 

every week.

Did you know? 

Å More than half of the hungry who visit food shelves are 

children. Hungry kids have difficulty learning and have 

more medical problems and absenteeism than children 
with adequate nourishment. 

Å More than 50 % of adult food shelf clients work; 35% 

are retired or have a disability which prevents work. More 
than 20 % are elderly. (This adds up to more than 100 %; 

some people overlap in these categories, such as elderly 

and/or retired clients with part-time jobs.) 
Å In the Twin Cities suburbs, the working poor make up 

60 percent of food shelf clients. 

Å People using food shelves do not make enough income 

to cover their basic needs. Low wages without benefits, 
child care expenses, skyrocketing housing and energy 

costs, and high out-of-pocket medical expenses make 

working families vulnerable to hunger.
