The celebrations throughout the season of Lent and through Holy Week to this day have been well planned and prac-

ticed by all who took part in leading them:  the church cleaners and decorators, the lectors and servers, the choirs and 

cantors and musicians, the hospitality and soup dinner servers, the sacristans, ushers, greeters and  Eucharistic Minis-
ters.
