One of the wonderful things about vacations is the time we spend two or three weeks 

afterward savoring the experience, sharing vacation photos and memories with our fam-

ily and friends.

We are given fifty days to ponder this reality—fifty days to savor the experi-

ence of Christ‘s dying and rising for us.
