Pastor’s
Corner

GOD'S BLESSINGS ON ALL OF US WHO GATHER TODAY

The reality, that we are one, holy, CATHOLIC (whichmeansiuni ver sal , afdapos- al |
tolic church is most obvious these days at St. John's. Father Robert Obol visited our school and our
parish with a message about the life and faith of people in his country of UGANDA, Africa. And we
all received the invitation to Monday's presentation on THE IMMIGRATION ISSUE, a very volatile, sensitive and
important issue currently. Not only because of instant communication possible in our day, but mostly because we are
brothers and sisters on this planet and in great measure by our faith, both of these topics must be important to each of

us. The Parish Pastoral Council has taken the lead in determining how we can be a "sister parish" with Father Obol's
parish in northern Uganda. Anne Attea (director of the Archdiocesan Hispanic Ministry Office) is giving a bi-lingual
presentation on the implications of our Catholic faith and Scripture on the topic of immigration. The possible legislation
you hear and read about deals mostly with Hispanics® and will affect many of the families of our parish Hispanic com-
munity. Please accept the invitation for Monday, October 2, at 7:00 p.m. for that presentation in our church. We all
need to be informed, and be formed around the social justice teachings of Scripture and our Catholic faith. Also, contact
the Parish Council members with any questions or ideas concerning the "sister parish”" idea.

"DO I SIT, STAND OR KNEEL?" is not an uncommon question from visitors to Catholic Masses. Sometimes even
Catholics wonder why we stand now, sit then, and kneel sometimes. Is there any order or meaning to these postures? Of
course! We stand as we enter into the holy prayer of Mass with song and a welcome, and then speak/sing our contrition
for sin, our praise of God (the Gloria), and our common prayer to God spoken for us by the priest. A natural posture to
listen and be receptive is to sit, which we do for the Scriptures readings and the homilyd we break that pattern only for
the Gospel which we honor by standing for the Gospel is the words/deeds of Jesus, the Savior. We stand again as we
enter into the Liturgy of the Eucharist with the "pr
adoration for the consecration, the moment when the bread and wine is made sacred by the words of Jesus, "this is my
Body . . . this is my Blood." Some churches honor the universal liturgical directive from the Vatican and continue stand-
ing (in reverent attention) during the entire Liturgy of the Eucharist; the United States Catholic Church has permission to
kneel if that is the custom of a particular parish. We kneel then to prayerfully prepare as well as to give thanks after re-
ceiving Communion for the gift of this intimate union with God and neighbor through Jesus in the Eucharist. Finally,
we stand to offer the prayer of thanksgiving and to receive the blessing of the priest and his commission to "go in peace
and continue t o Whe unéersteod the "'eandul@vn'sGrotanlyanake sense, but are essential to
what we do in the great prayer of Mass.
