WELCOME, EVERYONE, INTO HOLY WEEK!

I am curious if anyone has noticed that, in the ten years I have been pastor of St. John's,

I STRESS Holy Week. I STRESS and encourage attendance at the Triduum Services of Holy
Thursday, Good Friday, and the Holy Saturday Easter Vigil and Mass. And you might ask,
again this year, WHY? But I hope by now you might very clearly understand why. I STRESS
participation in these three days because they are the three days of our faith, of our salvation, of
our hope, of our victory over all sin: personal, social, structural, global. And do we not need a
victory, a sense that we can do better in all those areas? We sure do. Jesus takes all sin, sin of every category, to death
on the cross. All sin dies at that moment that we relive on Good Friday. He left us His own life in the Eucharist on the
first Holy Thursday, by giving us His Body and Blood, our invitation to be intimately one with Him. His total and com-
plete death to sin reversed the sin of Adam and Eve and won favor and victory for Jesus—the Resurrection. And this
victory is ours when we are one with Jesus in dying to sin and living His life in and through ours. I know now that you
understand the STRESS I put on participation in those three days. ALL OTHER PRIORITIES FADE. And that is
because we know that an active, living and authentic way of life with Jesus is what each of us need and what our world
needs. Spring, refreshment, hope, confidence, newness of life, harmony, oneness with God and each other, all these and
more enter our lives through this great week. If you have never taken part in the Triduum, you owe it to yourselves, to
all whose lives you touch, and to your God to do so this year. See you there.

Receiving the palms, entering into Holy Week in the triumphant spirit of the procession today, hearing the story of the
suffering and death of Jesus, and becoming one with Him in the Eucharist of the Mass, we are swept into the wondrous
mystery of Holy Week. Let us journey together.
