WELCOME!   Advent:   We enter into the presence of the Lord and Savior, 

as He enters more into our lives!  

On this second Sunday of Advent, the liturgy presents John the Baptist to us.  And what an  

entrance into Advent and our lives John makes.  He appears preaching fire and brimstone!   
We donôt hear that much anymore, do we?  But it is necessary to hear him.  He reminds us of the 

urgency of Advent.  He calls us to a radical transformation of our lives.  He tells us of the real 

meaning of this  
season.  The Lord is coming.  In truth, the Lord is entering our lives.  The season of Advent is meant to change us, to 

have an effect in our lives and on the way we live as followers of Jesus and members of His church.  A transformation 

should be happening these days, so that when Christmas comes, we will be different Christians than we were when  

it began.  Is that happening yet? 

On Wednesday evening this week, at 7:00 p.m. we have the opportunity to experience the most powerful way of being 
transformed.  Come to the parish Advent Penance Service.  This one-hour time is valuable and essential to the days left 

before Christmas, the birth of the Savior in our world and in our lives.  The Penance Service affords a period of  

reflection and prayer, and the opportunity to be away from the sins, the words and thoughts and actions and omissions 
that we know make up too much of our lives.  We turn them over to God who assures us of forgiveness.  But more, God 

replaces each of those sins with a new presence, a new awareness of His life in us and in all we do and are.  New birth 

and new life are assured us in this Sacrament of Penance/Reconciliation.  Come, and enjoy Godôs life with us even now. 

Last weekend you celebrated my 70th birthday with me, even though I was away.  I have received many, many birthday 

greetings and gifts and prayers from so many of you.  The best was the huge Birthday Card signed by hundreds  
(it seems!) of you that I got on Monday morning.  Over and over I say to you all:  thank you for the love and support that 

you have given me once again!

TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE  
 Muchos conocemos la historia de la 

Virgen del Tepeyac, pero ignoramos que el 

origen de su nombre está en la ciudad española 

de Extremadura. En 1252, la Virgen se le 
apareció al campesino Gil Cordero pidiéndole 

que trajera a los sacerdotes del pueblo para que 

escarbaran al lado del Guadalupe (río 
escondido). Al hacerlo, encontraron una 

pequeña estatua morena de la misma Virgen. 

Esta imagen, según la documentación 
enterrada con ella, la cual también relata su 

origen, fue escondida durante el ataque de los 

moros en el año 711. 

 Había sido un regalo del Papa Gregorio 
Magno al obispo de Sevilla después de que 

había resultado milagrosa. Su primer milagro 

fue el salvar al pueblo romano de una plaga en 
el año 591. Cuando la llevaron en procesión 

alrededor del castillo papal se apareció un 

arcángel que luego terminó la plaga. 
 Esta misma imagen fue un regalo al Papa 

Pelagio II traída de Constantinopla donde 

había sido trasladada con los restos del 

evangelista San Lucas en el siglo IV. Estaba
