A pang went through my heart a week ago. Nine young people from our parish showed up to be
trained as Altar Servers. I realized that I would not have the fortune of them serving Mass for me
as their pastor. I am proud of our Altar Servers, and all those who minister at Mass. Each one
serves their ministry with dignity and precision. They, like me, put high priority on the prayer of
the Mass. I feel awkward and embarrassed when something, even something funny, happens at Massd like when I
choke up while singing the doxology, or when the Lector inadvertently turns two pages while doing a Scripture reading
and keeps on going, or when a server gets preoccupied twirling the cincture cord. People, especially visitors, regularly
comment that our Mass celebrations are engaging and reverent. Those comments edify me. The people of this parish
know and love the Mass as the center of our faith, the prayer from which all love and service springs. The Mass is the
greatest privilege and responsibility of the priest, and the most powerful prayer of unity with God and each other that we
have. Homiletic teachers claim that every priest has no more than five themes that he preaches on. I have often won-
dered what my five are. | know one for sure, and to me it is the most important one: that we come to know Jesus as our
Lord and our brother, and follow His ways in and by our lives. You may have awareness of other themes, but I would
bet that they fall under that one, somehow. When I get to the pearly gates (and I hope I get through them), I am sure that
someone up there will show me the tally sheet of what the effect of my celebration of Mass and homilies, and of my
ministry among you has been. I have faith. Baptisms, anointings, marriages, Reconciliation times, funerals, convert
classes, pastoral counseling times, every parish meeting and planning session, evaluations and classroom visits, cere-
mony practices, hospital visits and Communion to the homeboundd these and many other instances are the times you
and I have been together in the active and healing presence of God. I trust God is more real to you through these years
of ministry as God is more real to me because of serving you.
