People have been asking me: “are you all ready to retire?”, and I answer: “No!”.  I have been 

cleaning out files, drawers and closets.  And I have moved from denial to the reality that I will 
not be pastor here after June 15.  A spiritual writer has defined prayer as “a long, loving look at 

the real.”  I have been doing that these past weeks.  A long, loving look at each person in the 

Communion line at Mass, at each person in our 6th grade graduating class and school concert, at 
each person on our staff and in our school, at the lectern where I have read and spoken thousands of words of God and of 

my own, at the presider’s chair from where I have led the prayer of this community, at the altar where the priest-reality 

in me has made present the living Lord of salvation and life for 11 ½ years, at how many Masses?  I am taking a long, 
loving look at my messy desk that has been the place where I have read endless minutes and written reports, composed 

letters and cards of congratulations, thanks, sympathy and appeals of all sorts, at the chairs in that office at which have 

sat hundreds of individuals and couples sharing hopes, trials, sadness, anger, ideas and plans.  I have taken that long, lov-

ing look at the wonderful home/rectory you have provided for me and which I will miss very much.  During these last 
days, I will continue to take that long, loving look at the Real in the chapel, where the Real takes long, loving looks at 

each of us and our prayers, and where the Real receives our prayers and praises.  This is the last “Pastor’s Corner” I will 

write.  We will be saying “good-bye, thanks, God bless” and many other words of parting and well-wishing.  I will be in 
the neighborhood. I cannot express enough the gratitude I have for the companionship of each of you in the journey of 

the last 11 ½ years of my life.  I will not be in the parish for some time except on a few special occasions. In a few 

weeks, you will be crowding the church to “check out” the “new guy,” Father James Liekhus.  He needs space and time 
to know you and St. John’s history, so he can add his gifts to this community.  And I know you will give him the wel-

come, support and companionship on the journey of faith that you have given me.    

May God continue to bless us all. —Father Ralph
