As you know, the parish has been conducting a feasibility study these past couple of months to determine what kind 
of support there would be for a capital campaign.  This campaign would 1) build a parish endowment, 2) replace the 
school boiler, and 3) make necessary repairs to the physical plant.  The vast majority of the responses were suppor-
tive, and it was recommended that, because the parish is behind it, we go forward with a capital campaign. 

I have been touched by the concern that some have expressed for my well-being regarding the campaign, that it is 
unfair to put this on my shoulders just as I begin my first pastorate.  If you had asked me when I thought the best time 
would be to start a capital campaign, I would not have said, “one month after I started” , or “ right at the end of a  
previous campaign.”   That being said, I am enthusiastic about this effort, not because I enjoy asking for money, but 
because I believe that I am doing it for the Lord.  When I said “yes”  to the call to the priesthood, it was not only to the 
parts that most readily come to mind, like celebrating the sacraments, providing pastoral care to the suffering, and 
giving spiritual guidance to the People of God.  It was a “yes”  to the other parts, as well, like managing a staff, bal-
ancing the budget, and ensuring that the parish will be on solid financial ground for the next generation of faithful 
members.  So if that means coming here and starting a capital campaign, then I embrace it, because that is how God  
is calling me to serve Him at this time. 

But this campaign is not about me, it is about the Church of St. John the Evangelist.  Our parish has shown its com-
mitment to Catholic education throughout its history, most recently by raising the money to start up our own school 
again.  I have been told that some people doubted we would last more than a year, so it is a great testament to your 
generosity that we have made it this far. Now the final step is to establish an endowment so that the parish can con-
tinue to offer this education, and receive the benefits that come with having a Catholic school as a part of our parish.  
One thing that came out of the surveys and interviews from the feasibility study is the need for clarity and transpar-
ency regarding our situation.  I whole-heartily agree, primarily because it’s the right thing to do, but also because I 
believe that if everyone understands the need for this drive, it will energize us to support it to the extent that we can. 

The parish will soon begin the preparation phase of the campaign, which includes identifying people who are willing 
to help with this effort.  Some have stepped forward already, and I am grateful for that.  I ask that you prayerfully 
consider whether taking an active role in this campaign is a way in which God is calling you to serve His Kingdom, 
and help ensure the vitality of your parish for the next generation. —Fr. Liekhus
