In the span of aweek, | received two letters from the archdiocese regarding second collections. One was for the
restoration of our mother church, the Cathedral of St. Paul. Thereis currently a debt of $13 million from the
emergency replacement of the dome and roof, and the cleaning and tuck pointing of the exterior. The other isa
drive for the Saint Paul Seminary.

| feel strongly that parishioners should not be bombarded with requests for money every time they come to Mass.
There are countless causes out there that are good and worthy of support, but there isalimit to what we can do. In
my brief time here, | have already turned down some requests to have second collections. And considering that
the success of our own capital campaign is critical for our parish, | hesitate to put forward these other worthy
Causes.

That being said, | believe that these are two things that deserve our support. The Cathedral of St. Paul is not just
another parish; it is atestament to the strong Catholic presencein the Twin Citiesarea. When the Cathedra was
dirty and leaking, it sent the wrong message and was a poor symbol of the vibrancy of our Church, so it wasim-
portant that it be restored, and it isimportant that we do our part to cover the costs of that restoration.

It is acommon belief in the Church that, “ So goes the seminary, so goes the priesthood. So goes the priesthood,
So goes the parish. So goes the parish, so goes the Church.” It goes without saying that we all benefit from hav-
ing good and holy priests ordained for the archdiocese. It would be a shame if someone called to the priesthood
could not answer that call because of financial reasons. | know that it would have been amajor obstacle to my
own discernment. Our support of the seminary ensures that that will never happen.

The collection for the Cathedral will take place September 13-14. The collection for the seminary will take place
October 4-5. | wanted to inform you of this now, because our attention will be focused on our own capital cam-
paign during the months of September and October. With my own, personal giving, our campaign is my top prior-
ity, and | will do what | can to support these causes aswell. | ask that you consider doing the same as we enter
this critical phase of our parish’s history.
