| first heard the call to the priesthood when | was about 12 yearsold. | wassitting in the pewsat St. Olaf’sin
Minneapolis, and Father Michael Byron was preaching the homily. | honestly don’'t remember what it was that he
said, only the effect that it had on me: | think God might be calling me to be apriest. | aso remember my imme-
diate response: no thanks. | had it all planned out in my head that | would be a husband and father, raise lots of
kids, get agood job to support my family, and live happily ever after. Being a priest didn’t fit into those plans, so
thanks, but no thanks.

Fortunately for me, God did not take that as my final answer. The seed of the priesthood continued to grow in my
head and my heart, nurtured by the love my family has for the Church and by the Eucharist every Sunday. By the
time | was a senior in high school, my vocation was ripe for the picking; all it needed was someone to come along
and give me alast bit of encouragement...

...which happened when Fr. John Ubel, the vocation director at the time, brought two seminarians to Benilde-St.
Margaret’s and talked about the seminary. | had already intended to go to St. Thomas, so living in the seminary
seemed like no big deal. | could mgjor in anything | wanted, and | would attend class with al the other under-
graduates. The only difference wasthat | would be living with a group of men who were also discerning the call
to the priesthood, and would benefit from the teachings and examples of priests and laity alike on how to bea
good and holy person. Once | wasin the door, | never looked back.

It s difficult to explain how blessed | fedl to be called to this vocation, bringing Christ into the happiest and sad-
dest situations, standing in his person in a mystical way when celebrating the sacraments, sharing his good news
with everyone. | don’t deserveit, | could never expect or demand it, and thereis nothing | could have doneto
earnit. | don’'t know why God chose me, but He did; all | can dois strive to live in gratitude of this gift every day,
always coming up short of that goal. | imagine spouses experience something similar when they look at the gift of
each other and the gift of their children. Infact, | imagine and | hope that all people, priests, religious, married
and single, experience something similar when they recognize and believe that they are truly living the vocation to
which God has called them. | love being a priest, and | love being your pastor. Please pray for me, that | will be a
good shepherd, and that we will help each other grow in holiness together. —Fr. Liekhus
