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Dear Parishioners, 

When I first spoke to Fr. Goman after being told of my new assignment, he was extremely happy for me.  He told 
me how much he loved St. John’s, how absolutely wonderful the people were to him, and how much he would 
miss being your pastor.  I am starting to understand why he was so happy for me, and why he was so sad to go.  
My friends have asked me how things are going, and I told them that things were going great, but that I was about 
to announce the beginning of a capital campaign, so the honeymoon was about to be over.  On the contrary, I feel 
that you have shown me even more support and encouragement since last weekend, and you have no idea how 
much that means to me.  I can’ t thank you enough for how well these first few months have been. 

At a capital campaign meeting last week, it was suggested that along with focusing on the $3 million goal, we also 
focus on the percentage of the parish that is contributing to the campaign, with 100% participation as the goal.  
Our consultants didn’ t think that was a good idea, because in their experience, it was unlikely that a parish could 
get even 75% participation.  So that’s now our goal.  They think 75% is unrealistic, so I want to not only reach 
that number, but blow past it.  Imagine being able to tell others that 90% of the parishioners at St. John’s contrib-
uted in some way to our effort.  That would be a sign to which we could point of the kind of vibrant community 
we are.  Maybe that is unrealistic, but I’m trying to learn to not underestimate this parish.  Even $5 per week for 
the next three years shows that you are a member of this parish family, and that you want to contribute to this 
campaign.  It will mean a lot of follow-up phone calls, but I have the time and I have the parish directory,  
and don’ t think I’m not stubborn enough to get an answer from everyone. Nobody tells us we can’ t get  
75% participation. —Fr. Liekhus 

 
 
…that the so-called 

“ last rites”  didn’ t refer to just Anointing of the 
Sick?  Catechism paragraphs 1524-1525 state, “ In 
addition to the Anointing of the Sick, the Church 
offers those who are about to leave this life the 
Eucharist as viaticum.  Communion in the body 
and blood of Christ, received at this moment of 
‘passing over’  to the Father, has a particular sig-
nificance and importance.  It is the seed of eternal 
life and the power of resurrection, according to the 
words of the Lord: ‘He who eats my flesh and 
drinks my blood has eternal life, and I will raise 
him up at the last day.’   Thus, just as the sacra-
ments of Baptism, Confirmation, and the Eucharist 
form a unity called ‘ the sacraments of Christian 
initiation,’  so too it can be said that Penance, the 
Anointing of the Sick and the Eucharist as viaticum 
constitute at the end of Christian life ‘ the sacra-
ments that prepare for our heavenly homeland’  or 
the sacraments that complete the earthly pilgrim-
age.”   Perhaps the greatest service we can give our 
loved ones as they near the end of their lives is en-
suring they have received these sacraments.  And 
short of interrupting Mass, there is nothing that 
would keep me from coming immediately to your 
loved one’s side if they are on the point of death 
and have not yet received these sacraments, so 
please don’ t hesitate to call the office if it is an 
emergency.  If it’ s after hours, press 3, and you will 
reach me. —Fr. Liekhus
