That was good advice, so | have
been praying that God' s will be done regarding this capital campaign, and that He bless our effortsif thisisHis
will. But | have been remiss by not calling on the entire parish to ask for your prayers, aswell.

It can be tempting to look at this as just a numbers game: we need to bal ance the budget and pay for a couple
physical plant needs, so we' re having a capital campaign. And that is certainly true, but it doesn’'t begin to tell the
story of what we are about, and what we are trying to accomplish. This parish, like every parish, existsto provide
a place where we can worship together, learn together, grow in holiness together, and live the Christian life to-
gether. Thisisaccomplished fundamentally in our celebration of the Eucharist; we come together as one body to
worship our Lord, to learn from His Word, and to receive help in uniting ourselves to Him through His Body and
Blood. Inlesser but still important ways, we accomplish this through the ministries we offer, both by paid staff
and by the legion of volunteers we are blessed to have. What makes this parish a vibrant community is that we do
all this because we believe we are doing it for the Lord. When we sing in the choir, we are making ajoyful sound
tothe Lord. When we visit the sick, we are doing so for the Lord. When we tend the grounds, we are doing it for
the Lord.

And so when we provide for the financia well-being of the parish, we must believe we are doing it for the Lord.
And so | ask usall to pray that the Lord help us know if thisis Hiswill, and if it is, to bless usin our efforts. This
weekend, we will begin to pray our campaign prayer during Sunday Mass, to ensure that we do not “labor in vain”

as we work to be good stewards of our Lord’ s parish.
