The most common form
of sacramental isablessing. When we cross ourselves
with holy water, pray over our meals, or have our homes
blessed, we are celebrating a sacramental. Sacramentals
are sacred signs which bear a resemblance to the sacra-
ments. Crossing ourselves with holy water resembles
baptism, for example. Sacramentals signify effects, par-
ticularly of a spiritual nature, which are obtained through
the intercession of the Church. By them, we are disposed
to recelve the chief effect of the sacraments, and various
occasionsin life are rendered holy, like moving into a
new home.
