Most peopl€ sidea of giving to acampaign is getting out
their checkbook and writing a check.

Thiswas
agreat way for someone to make a donation to a charita-
ble organization without being penalized for withdrawing
from their IRA account.

We were just informed of some very exciting newsthis
week. Through the Emergency Economic Stabilization
Act of 2008, otherwise known as the Financia Bailout/
Rescue Plan, an extension on the law that allowed tax-
free distributions from IRAs for charitable contributions
has been extended for the next 2-years. This means that
anyone age 70 %2 and older can take advantage of this
plan until December 2010. Thislaw is also retroactive to
cover contributions already made this year.
