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Dear Parishioners, 

This past week, I received some disappointing news.  St. Joseph’s Church has had to go through some staff reduc-
tions, and our shared youth minister, Erin Mohler, was one of those reductions.  Rather than stay on solely at  
St. John’s on a part time basis, Erin has decided to move on.  We thank Erin for her service to our youth, and please 
keep her in your prayers during this transitional phase in her life. 

The way I view my position as pastor is I am the youth minister, the religious education director, the business ad-
ministrator, the music director, the school administrator, the custodian, etc.  Of course, these responsibilities are 
more than one person can do, and so we have staff and volunteers who help in different areas, ideally with more 
knowledge and expertise than I have.  So even though we are without a youth minister, that doesn’ t mean we will 
be without a youth ministry.  It simply means that, for now, we are without a staff person to assist me with ministry 
to our youth. 

Please help me.  There will be a town hall discussion on Sunday, October 26th at 7 pm in the Community Room for 
all those who would like to offer their ideas or their time in ministering to our youth.  It doesn’ t make a lot of sense 
for me to organize events for our youth if they are uninterested or unavailable, so I am especially interested in hear-
ing from the youth (grades 7-12) and their parents about what they would like our youth ministry to look like.  The 
0-17 demographic is the largest in our parish, so it is important that they have ownership of the parish and stay con-
nected during this formative stage in their lives.

I pray that everyone will respond to my call and make a 
meaningful gift that will help us reach our parish goal.
