Worshipping everywhere by their holy actions, the
laity consecrate the world itself to God, everywhere
offering worship by the holiness of their

lives’ (Catechism, 898-901). Y ou represent the
Church wherever you are: at work, at school, at the
grocery store, inyour car. It isyour witness that acts
as sdt for the earth, aslight for the world. Aswe pray
for vocations, let us pray for the laity, as well, that you
will be faithful to your vocation.
