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Dear Parishioners, 

As I mentioned after Mass last week, I’m happy to announce that our new hearing assist system has been installed 
in the church.  This is a wonderful gift from a couple in our parish to our parishioners who find it difficult to hear or 
understand what is being said during Mass.  If you’d like to try the system, here’s what you do.  We have ten port-
able receivers located in the sacristy.  Come to the sacristy before Mass and pick up one of the receivers.  They are 
in a recharging case, so they should always be fully charged before Mass.  Put the earpiece over your ear, turn the 
receiver on, and adjust the volume as you wish.  You can hook the receiver to your belt, your pocket, or you can 
just hold it in your hand.  After Mass, bring the receiver back to the sacristy and place it in the recharging case.  
There are sanitary wipes in the case if you’d like to sanitize the earpiece before you use it.  I really hope this system 
will help our communal worship.  I hate to think that there’s anyone in the pews who cannot enter fully into Mass 
because our sound system doesn’ t meet their needs.  Please let me know how it works, and how we could make it 
better.

…what your rights are as Christian faithful?  They are 
outlined in the Code of Canon Law, which can be 
found in many places on the internet, including the 
Vatican’s website: www.vatican.va.  Among your 
rights are: 

·  The Christian faithful are free to make known to 
the pastors of the Church their needs, especially spiri-
tual ones, and their desires. (Canon 212) 

·  According to the knowledge, competence, and 
prestige which they possess, they have the right and 
even at times the duty to manifest to the sacred pastors 
their opinion on matters which pertain to the good of 
the Church and to make their opinion known to the 
rest of the Christian faithful, without prejudice to the 
integrity of faith and morals, with reverence toward 
their pastors, and attentive to common advantage and 
the dignity of persons. 

The Christian faithful have the right to receive assis-
tance from the sacred pastors out of the spiritual goods 
of the Church, especially the word of God and the sac-
raments. (Canon 213) 

These and other rights (and responsibilities) are out-
lined in the Code.  I encourage you to become familiar 
with them, to better help you be engaged in the 
Church.

Our contract with the Steier Group has been completed, 
so we now say goodbye to Paul Findley, who helped us 
with the feasibility study and our campaign.  I seriously 
considered doing the campaign without outside help, but 
looking back, I’m very glad I didn’ t, because Paul’s ex-
perience was invaluable to me and the campaign leader-
ship in conducting this effort.  Part of our contract in-
cludes support throughout the three-year pledge period, 
so we will still be in communication with Paul and the 
Steier Group, but they will no longer be on site. 

That being said, we’ re not quite done.  As you can see 
from our thermometer, we have not yet reached 75% par-
ticipation, so I and parish volunteers will continue to try 
to contact those parishioners who have not yet responded.  
If you have not yet had the opportunity to fill out a pledge 
card, I encourage you to do so, so that we can reach our 
celebration goal of $1.5 million.
