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Dear Parishioners, 

Come, Lord Jesus!  That is our simple prayer that is in our hearts this Advent season, but it is a powerful prayer.  
With this prayer, we are saying that we have faith in Christ’s promise that He will return and usher in His King-
dom; we are saying we acknowledge Christ as our king, and desire His return; we are saying that we are ready for 
Him to judge the living and the dead.  That is what we pray when we say during the Our Father, “Thy kingdom 
come.”   That is what we look forward to during the season of Advent. 

Are we ready to say that?  Imagine for a moment that we wake up one morning, and we were told with absolute 
certainty that Jesus was coming tonight.  Would we be filled with joy and say we’ re ready, or would we panic and 
rush to apologize to those whom we had sinned against, find a food shelf or homeless shelter we could support, and 
scramble to find a time we could go to confession?  If we are in the latter group, then it is time to get ready.   
We may have more than a day to do all the things we need to do, but then again, we may not. 

We have scheduled extra times for confession before our weekly Masses, Tuesday through Friday, a penance ser-
vice with many priests on Wednesday, December 17 at 7:00 PM, and we have our normal confessions Saturday 
from 8:30 to 9:30 AM.  You should have received this schedule in the mail; if you didn’ t, please contact the parish 
office.  Now is the time to put our relationships in order, with each other and with God.  Come, Lord Jesus!

With this up-to-date system we 
can expect a 30% energy savings and a 72% mainte-
nance savings.  This translates into $12,000 to $15,000 
per year savings for the parish!
