Dear Parishioners,

| would like to thank you all for your patience with me as you get used to a new celebrant at Mass who has his own
way of doing things. One of the reasonsit’s been such an easy transition for me is you have resisted the urge to

say, “But that’s not the way Fr. Ralph did it!”

I know one of thethings | do differently at Massis | prefer to purify the vessels right after communion, rather than
wait until after Mass. This gives me a chance to stand in the back and greet you, and aso allows the sacristans and
extraordinary ministers of Holy Communion to put the vessels away right after Mass, without having to wait for

me.

It also means an extended period of kneeling for you as you wait for meto sit down. The custom of waiting for the
priest to sit before the congregation sitsis common, but it isn’t mandatory. According to “the book” (the Genera
Instruction of the Roman Missal, 43), “the faithful ...may sit or kneel while the period of sacred silence after Com-
munion is observed.” Thus, once the music stops and the sacred silence has begun, you are free to sit or remain
kneeling. During thistime of silence, we areto “praise and pray to God in our hearts.” (GIRM, 45) | leaveit up to
you to decide which posture best enables you to do that after you have received His Body and Blood.

Every night they discuss what he did that day and whether
he gets a sticker on the calendar or not; and let me tell you
she' s tough taskmaster!  Jim does have many months of
recovery ahead, but every day gets alittle better and the
light at the end of the tunnel gets alittle brighter.
