PROFETASVERDADEROS

Hoy en Deuteronomio oimos que las palabras de
Dios llenaran la boca de un profeta verdadero, pero un
profeta falso pondra, por asi decirlo, palabras meramente
humanas en boca de Dios. En el Evangelio seguin san
Marcos, vemos a Jeslis ensefiando y curando como un
profeta verdadero con la autoridad de lavoz de Dios, €
Santo de Dios. Sin duda, hoy existen profetas falsosy
verdaderos a nuestro arededor. La historia de nuestra
Iglesia esta llena de ambos tipos de profetas. Algunos
profetas fal sos fueron extremadamente popularesy eran
muy versados en la Sagrada Escritura, incluso ocupaban
puestos de autoridad eclesial. Pero en el Evangelio de hoy
descubrimos que |a fama de JesUs se extendi6 porque
ensefiaba con autoridad; no era una autoridad porque
fuera popular o famoso.

Sin embargo, hay
gue recordar que lo importante eslaoraciony no la
velita. Hoy se enciende la vela eléctrica, en tiempos
pasados la vela de cera, pero en € primer milenio
cristiano se encendia una ldmpara de aceite de olivo.

Iglesia aceptaralavela de ceraen lugar delade acei-
te. Los cristianos del siglo X111 se negaban a aceptar
lo gque hoy consideramos tradicional, lavelade cera.
Hay que aceptar que nuestras tradiciones cambian al
correr del tiempo. No importasi quemamos aceite,
cerao dectricidad. Lo que importaes velar en ora-
cion.
