Dear Parishioners, 

When we think of Lent, we probably think of the peniten-

tial practices we do, the renewed commitment to prayer 
that we make, and the effort we make to give more of our-

selves to others.  That is certainly a part of Lent, but only 

a part.  Another aspect of Lent that doesnôt get as much 

attention is our focus on preparing for or renewal of our 
baptismal promises. 

The end of the Lenten season culminates with the Easter 
Vigil, at which we celebrate the baptism of our new mem-

bers.  During this time, we, the Catholic faithful, walk 

with those preparing for baptism by preparing ourselves 
to renew our baptismal promises.  While no one will be 

baptized this Easter Vigil at our parish, we are part of the 

larger Church and therefore walk with all those who will 

be celebrating their baptism this Easter.  In order to pre-
pare ourselves to renew these promises, itôs helpful to 

know what they are.  Put in the first person, they look like 

this: 

I reject Satan. 

I reject all his works. 

I reject all his empty promises. 

(An alternate version reads: I reject sin, so as to live in the 

freedom of Godôs children.  I reject the glamour of evil, 
and refuse to be mastered by sin.  I reject Satan, father of 

sin and prince of darkness.)   

I believe in God, the Father Almighty, Creator of 

heaven and earth. 

I believe in Jesus Christ, His only Son, Our Lord, 

who was born of the Virgin Mary, was crucified, died 

and was buried, rose from the dead, and is now seated 
at the right hand of the Father. 

I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic Church, 

the communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins, the 

resurrection of the body, and life everlasting. 

These are the promises that were most likely made for us 

when we were baptized as infants, and which we made 

ourselves when we were confirmed.  As we prepare to 
renew these promises at Easter, we should ask ourselves 

if there is anything that would keep us from being able to 

make these promises again honestly.  Do we not only say 

that we reject sin and believe in God, but do we live it in 
our daily lives?  As we approach Easter, let us ask our-

selves these questions and make the conversion necessary 

to be able to honestly renew our baptismal promises.
