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From the Pastor...

Dear Parishioners,

Today, we hold palm branches in our hands. Why is that, exactly? Well, palm branches were a symbol of victory in th
ancient world. Palm trees were not native to Italy, and so when the Romans began conquering other lands in the Med
terranean, the generals would bring back palm trees as souvenirs of their victories. So when the crowds waved palm
branches as Jesus entered into Jerusalem, they were celebrating his victory, just as we do today on Palm Sunday.

Of course, the crowds did not know what kind of victory Jesus was going to win. They thought he would drive out the
Romans and become their earthly king. As his followers, they would then get to share in the fruits of this earthly victor
and the spoils that come from conquering another nation. By putting their faith in him, they hoped to receive a reward.

They were wrong about the kind of victory Jesus would win. He did not conquer an earthly power, he conquered sin a
death. He did not establish an earthly kingdom, but a heavenly one. He did not gain rewards that would eventually dit
appear, but ones that would last for eternity.

While the crowds were wrong about Jesus, we can learn from them about how to gain a share in the reward. By pulttir
our faith in Christ and allowing him to be our king in every aspect of our lives, we will share in the fruits of his victory
over sin and death. By holding our palm branches, we are saying we will do that. We acknowledge Jesus as our king
and declare our fidelity to him. That is why we hold palm branches today.
