new school boiler. 

  

Feb-Mar '08 usage = 6054 therms cost = $6,648.67 
Feb-Mar '09 usage = 5210 therms cost = $4,039.35 

  

Mar-Apr '08 usage = 3478 therms cost = $3,865.96 
Mar-Apr '09 usage = 2614 therms cost = $1,829.80 

  

These numbers include the church and the school. 

(Our church boiler is only about 7 years old)  Part of 
the savings is probably because gas was cheaper, but 

we clearly used fewer therms, even though we had a 

very cold winter.
