Dear Parishioners, 

In this bulletin, we have reprinted an announcement that all the clergy received on Wednesday morning, announcing that 
Pope Benedict XVI has chosen Fr. Lee Piché as our next auxiliary bishop.  Because of the size of our archdiocese, we 

normally have three bishops: an archbishop and two auxiliary bishops.  Bishop Campbell and Bishop Pates were our last 

two auxiliary bishops, but Bishop Campbell was assigned to Columbus, OH, about four years ago, and Bishop Pates was 

assigned to Des Moines, IA, last year, so we rejoice that our Holy Father has given the archdiocese another shepherd. 

Some of our long-time parishioners may remember Bishop-elect Piché; for many years, he lived at the rectory and 

served St. Johnôs whenever he was home from his studies.  He also played a role in my formation as a priest.  He was my 
supervisor when I served at St. Josephôs, his parish in West Saint Paul, for a summer after I was ordained a deacon.  He 

was then my supervisor for the last five months of my formation when he was transferred to All Saints in Lakeville, 

which was my teaching parish. 

If you havenôt met Bishop-elect Piché, ask some of our older parishioners about him.  You will hear how blessed we are 

to have him as a bishop.  His head is no doubt swimming right now, so let us keep him in our prayers.  And rest assured, 

we will try to get a visit from him to our parish on his calendar as quickly as we can! ðFr. Liekhus

Anointing Mass at St. Johnôs 

Wednesday, June 17th at 10 am (replacing the 8 am Mass) 

Luncheon following Mass 

From the Catechism: The Anointing of the Sick is 
not a sacrament for those only who are at the point 

of death.  Hence, as soon as anyone of the faithful 

begins to be in danger of death from sickness or 

old age, the fitting time for him to receive this sac-
rament has certainly already arrived.  If a sick per-

son who received this anointing recovers his 

health, he can in the case of another grave illness 
receive this sacrament again. If during the same 

illness the person's condition becomes more seri-

ous, the sacrament may be repeated. It is fitting to 
receive the Anointing of the Sick just prior to a 

serious operation.  The same holds for the elderly 

whose frailty becomes more pronounced.  

St. Johnôs will offer an Anointing Mass on Wednesday, 
June 17, 2009, at 10:00 am.  This will replace the regu-

larly scheduled 8:00 am Mass that day.  A lunch will be 

served following the Mass. Please call the Parish Office if 
you plan to attend, so we have an idea of how many will 

attend.
