Dear Parishioners,

This past week all the priests of the Archdiocese gathered together in Rochester for the Presbyteral assembly. We
do this every other year in order to strengthen our fraternal bond, discuss the joys and challenges in our parishes
and the archdiocese, and to be reinvigorated in our vocation as priests and our mission to the People of God.

One of the many topics that we discussed was the beauty of the gift of the Catholic faith. It can be easy to take for
granted, but without our fatith, how would we navigate through the many pitfalls that tempt us away from God,

and stay on the straight and narrow path that leads us to him? Our faith gives us a sense of peace and confidence
that God has revealed to us many things about himself and about ourselves, and that we can trust in these things a
we strive to live our lives in accordance with his will.

Sunday morning from 8:00 to 9:30 am, beginning September 19th, and culminating on the Easter Vigil on

April 3rd.
