prayer?  From the Catechism: ñThe 

habitual difficulty in prayer is dis-

traction.  It can  affect words and 

their meaning in vocal prayer; it can 
concern, more profoundly, him to 

whom we are praying, in vocal 

prayer (liturgical or personal), 
meditation, and contemplative 

prayer.  To set about hunting down 

distractions would be to fall into 
their trap, when all that is necessary 

is to turn back to our heart: for a 

distraction reveals to us what we 

are attached to, and this humble 
awareness before the Lord should 

awaken our preferential love for 

him and lead us resolutely to offer 
him our heart to be purified.  

Therein lies the battle, the choice of 

which master to serve.ò  Do not be 
discouraged if you find yourself 

distracted during prayer; it is com-

mon, and they can be overcome.

Dear Parishioners, 
 

You may have noticed that my car looks a little dinged up.  No worries, it wasnôt anything too serious.  I was on my way 

back from Rochester, when my front driverôs side tire started making a funny noise.  It reminded me of the sound a base-

ball card makes when you stick it in the spokes of a bicycle wheel.  It was doing that softly down in Rochester, and as I 
drove up into the cities, it got louder and louder.  Finally, when I was on 494, I knew I had to pull over, so I went onto 

the shoulder and was almost at a complete stop when ñclunk!ò, my wheel fell off.   

 
I skidded to a stop and watched my tire bounce away.  Itôs kind of a surreal experience to watch the tire that you thought 

was on your car leave you behind as it continues down the road.   It bounced a couple times and rolled into the ditch; at 

least, thatôs where I assume it rolled, I never did find it.  There was a lot of 5-foot tall grass, and it got swallowed up 
somewhere in there.  I looked at my car at where my wheel used to be, and saw the bolts that hold the tire onto the rotor 

were cut clean in half.  I had it towed to the nearest repair shop and got it fixed, almost as good as new.  They couldnôt 

tell me what had happened, so I may never know.  There was a little damage to the driverôs side door, thought, so now I 

have that to remind me not to drive when my wheel is making funny noises.
