Dear Parishioners, 

Things are a little quieter around the parish during the summer.  The sound of the students playing on the playground 

isnôt heard, and many of the committees and organizations of the parish take a break from meeting during the summer.  
Itôs a nice little change of pace as everyone gets ready for things to get busy again. 

Having said that, there are some ideas brewing here that Iôd like to make you aware of, so that you know what might be 

coming and hopefully be moved to come forward and help make them happen if you think they are worth doing.  One is 
the return of a Fall Festival.  One of the first things I experienced when I came here was the Interlachen Park Garage 

Sale, which is held every year on the Saturday after Labor Day.  Hundreds of people come looking for bargains, and  

St. Johnôs has traditionally sold food and provided restrooms for the shoppers.  I think it would be great to have a parish 
event at the same time, with kidsô games, a cakewalk, craft tables, maybe a band, maybe a moonwalk, things like that.  If 

you have ideas or experience with parish festivals, please donôt be shy; we need your help. 

Another idea is a date night for our families with young children.  As couples with young children will tell you, itôs ex-

pensive to go out and pay the babysitter, if you can even find one.  The idea is for the parish to provide childcare for an 

evening, maybe once a month, maybe less often, depending on interest and feasibility.  This will give our married cou-

ples a chance to spend some time alone, which is essential for any healthy marriage.  (We are for pro-healthy marriages 
here at St. Johnôs.)  I donôt think we will have trouble finding couples who would like to go on a date, but it remains to 

be seen if we can find volunteers who would be willing to help watch the kids, so if you are interested in this, you can 

contact the Womenôs Club at sje_womensclub@yahoo.com or call the Parish Office at 952-935-5536. 

These are just a couple things weôre thinking of as we enjoy some quiet time here at the parish.  More things are in store,
