From the Pastor...  

Dear Parishioners, 

ñIs that the one on Main Street?ò  ñThereôs a Catholic church there?  I drive by that all the time and I had no idea.ò  ñI 

thought there was only one Catholic church in Hopkins.ò  Do any of these sound familiar?  These are the responses I of-
ten times get when I tell people that Iôm the pastor at St. John the Evangelist in Hopkins.  We are a hidden jewel that 

doesnôt want to be hidden! 

To that end, as you may recall, I called anyone who listed ñmarketingò on their occupation when they registered at St. 
Johnôs and asked them to be a part of a Marketing Committee.  Their mission is simple: to help make St. Johnôs more 

visible to the community in order to fill the pews and the classrooms. 

That doesnôt sound very ñchurcheyò, so let me put it another way.  I believe the Holy Spirit is present and active in our 

parish. I speak to you individually about spiritual matters and hear the depth of your relationship with Christ; I see the 

way you reach out in Christian charity to your neighbors, many times anonymously; I walk with you through difficult 
times and witness the strength of your faith; these are sure and certain signs that God is present, God is active, and you 

are responding to His call. 

If that is a common experience at St. Johnôs, which I think it is, we have to get the word out.  We are in the business of 
forming and nourishing disciples of Christ, but we canôt do that if theyôre not here!  The Marketing Committee has done 

simple things like get our Mass schedule posted at Methodist hospital, spreading our parish and school brochures around 

to area businesses, and looked into getting a sign put up on Excelsior Boulevard so people know weôre here.  But the real 
key is you.  In order to fill our church, parishioners need to tell their friends, tell their neighbors, tell their co-workers 

about the work of the Spirit going on at St. Johnôs, and the wonderful community we have here.  Donôt be shy!  Christ 

calls us to let our light shine, not to hide it under a basket. 

Next weekend, I will speak at all the Masses about this effort to get the word out, and the Marketing Committee will 

hand out material in case you want to pass them along to others.  We have a great community here; letôs invite others to 

share in it with us.
