From the Pastor...  

Dear Parishioners, 

As you have hopefully read about here in the bulletin these past couple months, read in the Catholic Spirit, or now read 
in the Star Tribune this week, the Archdiocese of St. Paul and Minneapolis is undergoing a restructuring process to 

strengthen the archdiocese.  The primary principles guiding this process are intended to guarantee: that full sacramental 

ministry will be available to every Catholic in the Archdiocese; that all areas of the Archdiocese will have sufficient pas-

toral leaders; that special concern will be given to the needs of the poor, marginalized, and immigrant; and that consid-
eration regarding Catholic schools will be included in the planning process. 

Archbishop Nienstedt has emphasized that this process will not be rushed; every person in the archdiocese is encouraged 
and will have the chance to voice their opinion, ask questions and make suggestions as to how this process should pro-

ceed. 

To that end, many Regional Parishioner Meetings have been scheduled to allow people to make their voice heard.  The 

next meeting in our region is on Thursday, October 6, 7:00pm - 9:00pm at Holy Name of Jesus, 155 County Road 24, 

Wayzata.  All who wish to offer their suggestions or give their perspectives are encouraged to attend this meeting.  If 

you cannot attend this meeting but would like to participate, you can offer your feedback online by going to http://
www.archspm.org/planningprocess/index.html and clicking on "Feedback." 

Please keep the archbishop and the entire archdiocese in your prayers as we go through this transitional phase of our his-
tory.  May God strengthen us so that we may more perfectly serve His people and perform His will.

Kinship ðMentoring Children  
Kinship of Greater Minneapolis will visit St. John's October 10-11 at each 

mass to educate us about the growing need in our community for adult 

volunteers to spend time with vulnerable children. Kinship has been serv-
ing children and families in our community for over 50 years. They re-

cently entered into a partnership with the Hopkins School District and are 

working with churches and businesses in the area to find adult volunteers 
(individuals, couples or families) to reach out to one of the children re-

ferred to Kinship by their school. Most of the Kinship Kids come from 

single parent homes - mostly without fathers in the picture. The kids are 

loaded with potential and promise, but due to circumstances beyond their 
control, may never reach it without additional adult support. Simple 

friendship with an adult who is steady and kind can change these young 

lives forever.

46% less likely to abuse drugs  
52% less likely to drop out of school  
52% less likely to engage in violent behavior (gangs)
