From the Pastor...  

Dear Parishioners, 

If you asked someone what holiday they associate with this time of year, they would no doubt answer ñHalloween.ò  

And that is certainly true, but if you asked someone what holiday the Church celebrates this time of year, the answer 
would not be ñHalloween,ò but its origin: All Saints Day on November 1 and its counterpart, All Souls Day on  

November 2. 

During the month of November, we are called in a special way to remember our brothers and sisters who have gone to 
their rest.  It is a tradition in the Catholic Church to place a book in the church in which the faithful can write the names 

of their family and friends who have died, so that we can all pray for them during the month of November.  We have 

placed this book by the baptismal font, and you are invited to write down the names of your loved ones for whom you 
would like us all to pray. 

ñHow many saints are there?ò  Thatôs a question I sometimes get when visiting the school children, and the answer is, ñI 
donôt know, but hopefully a lot!ò  There are a handful of saints who are canonized, meaning that it has been revealed to 

us by God that they are in heaven.  (Saint Damien of Molokai is a recent example, who was canonized on October 11, by 

Pope Benedict XVI for his work with lepers in Hawaii in the 19th century.)  But the definition of a saint is ñone who is in 

heaven,ò and so all of our faithful departed who led holy lives and either went right to heaven or who have completed 
their time in purgatory and are now in heaven, are considered saints.  Such saints are not known to us, and so we honor 

them and ask for their intercession on November 1, the feast of All Saints. 

We pray not only for the intercession of the saints in heaven, but also for the forgiveness of those who have died and are 

in purgatory.  As a Church, we do this on November 2, the Commemoration of All Souls.  We will have a special Mass 

at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, November 2, to remember all of our loved ones who have died, and especially those who have 
died in the last year.  The names of those who were buried from St. Johnôs in the past year will be read and remembered.  

All are encouraged to attend this Mass, to pray for these and all of our loved ones who have died.

Done!  A total of 4,515 cracked bricks 
were replaced on our buildings.  When we 

originally asked the companies to bid on 

the project, we told them to estimate the 

cost for replacing 3,786 bricks, so the ad-
ditional bricks and labor added $9,185 to the cost.  That brings the grand 

total to $136,271, well below the $175,000 we had budgeted, even with the 

additional work.  I donôt think we could have been more fortunate on the 
timing of this project, and I am very grateful to you for your financial sup-

port of the campaign during this challenging economy, which allowed us to 

complete the work at a fraction of what it would have cost two years ago or 

two years from now.  ðFr.
