It is a trademark of our Lord to give us more than we are looking for, giving us really what we should have been
looking for in the first place. In this gospel, the Pharisee asked Jesus which commandment in the law was the greates
But Jesus does not only give the greatest commandment, that we shall love the Lord our God with all our heart, soul,
mind, and strength, he also gives us the second greatest commandment, that we shall love our neighbor as ourselves.

Why does Jesus add this to his answer, why not just give the Pharisee the greatest commandment like he asked ft
Numerous commentators in history, all the way up to John Paul Il, have responded that by giving us this commandmel
as well, Jesus is explaining to us that the two commandments are inextricably linked; you cannot love God if you do nc
love your neighbor, and you cannot love your neighbor if you do not love God.

Jesus explains this most clearly in the parable of the sheep and the goats in Matthew 25. When we refuse to feed
hungry, clothe the naked, welcome the stranger, care for the sick, or visit the prisoner, we are, in truth, refusing to do i
for our Lord. By loving our neighbor as our very self, we show that we love the Lord our God with all our heart, soul,
mind, and strength. That is why Jesus gives us both commandments. Do you know how to show the Lord that you lo\
