Dear Parishioners, 

This last week, we celebrated an Anointing Mass at St. Johnôs, inviting anyone who wished to receive the sacra-

ment of Anointing of the Sick to come and receive it together during the Mass.  Normally this sacrament is celebrated for 
a single sick person, but it is good every so often to celebrate it together, offering a witness to each other of our mutual 

support and prayer for those who are suffering. 

In researching for the homily, I came across these lines in the catechism: the sick who receive this sacrament, by 

freely uniting themselves to the passion and death of Christ, contribute to the good of the People of God.  By celebrating 
this sacramentéthe sick person, through the grace of this sacrament, contributes to the sanctification of the Church. 

ñContributes to the sanctification of the Church.ò  Another way to say that is they make the Church holier.  That 

thought can offer us great consolation.  Those who suffer make the Church holier when they take their suffering and ask 
God to unite it to the suffering of His Son on the cross.  Suffering has taken on a new and redemptive meaning because 

of Jesus, and so our suffering can now bear fruit when we say, ñLord, I will bear this cross of suffering; I offer it to you 

as a sacrifice, please unite it to your own offering on the cross.ò 

While we can all do this, it is the greater suffering that is the greater offering to our Lord for the good of the 
Church.  I cannot do it, at least not in this stage of my life; others cannot do it if they have not been given this cross.  

Only those who are enduring hardships have the raw material to make this great offering to our Lord, and so we ask that 

you do it.   
It is only by the grace of God that we can make such an offering, which is why it is vital that we come to Mass 

and receive it in the Eucharist, or ask our Lord for this special grace if we are homebound.  And may we all pray for 

those who suffer, that they may have the strength to offer that suffering to our Lord for the good of His Church.
