éwhere in Scripture Christ gives us 
the Sacrament of Penance?  Christ 

told Peter, ñI will give you the keys 

to the kingdom of heaven.  Whatever 

you bind on earth shall be bound in 
heaven; and whatever you loose on 

earth shall be loosed in heavenò  

(Mt 16:19) and he appeared to the 
Eleven after the Resurrection and 

ñbreathed on them and said to them, 

óReceive the Holy Spirit.  Whose 
sins you forgive are forgiven them, 

and whose sins you retain are re-

tained.ôò (Jn 20:22)  With these 

words and actions, Christ gave the 
apostles the power to forgive sins in 

his name.  This power was handed 

down to the successors of the apos-
tles (the bishops) and their collabo-

rators (the priests). 

Do You Know.. . 

Dear Parishioners, 

What do people of high status do when they want a grand welcome?  They announce their official visits ahead of time.  

This provides people with an opportunity to prepare for the visit, so as to be able to be ready for it.  When the president 
of a country goes somewhere on an official visit, a whole team of security personnel, media workers, and diplomats goes 

in ahead of time, getting everything ready.  The same thing happens when the pope makes an official pastoral visit.  

When he came to World Youth Day in Sydney back in 2008, the dioceses in Australia spent more than two years in 

preparation.  We do the same thing when we have an important guest coming over for dinner.  We want the visit to go 
well; we donôt want our guest to be neglected or saddened by a cold or sloppy welcome.   

Our Lord deserves a grand welcome, and so he has announced his visit ahead of time, which we hear in todayôs gospel.  
John the Baptist is Christôs precursor, the one sent to announce his coming and get people ready to welcome him.  John 

the Baptist plays a central role in our Advent liturgy, because this is the season during which the Church recalls Christôs 

first coming, readies itself to welcome him at his new, spiritual coming this Christmas, and looks forward to his defini-
tive, second coming at the end of history.  The word ñAdventò actually originates from the Latin term for ñcoming to-

wards.ò  Jesus is ñcoming towardsò us in a new way this Christmas, and the message of John the Baptist is meant to help 

us get ready. 

An integral part of preparing ourselves to give our Lord a grand welcome is celebrating the Sacrament of Penance.   

By confessing our sins and asking God for forgiveness, we are acknowledging Him as our Lord and deserving of all of 

our love.  During Advent, St. Johnôs will have scheduled confessions daily before our Masses Tuesday through Friday, 
our normal confessions Saturday from 8:30 to 9:30 a.m. and Sunday from 2:30 to 2:55 p.m., and a penance service with 

many priests on Wednesday, December 16 at 7:00 p.m. Let us prepare our hearts, making them ready by having them 

washed clean of sin, so that we can be ready to welcome our Lord.
