I't is easy for us to shake our heads at such peopl e
all too easy for us to do the same thing in our spiritual life. If there is an obstacle to our holiness, a patterat ofesin th
are continually guilty of committing, we may be tempted to avoid the confessional, but that is the worst thing we can dt
Ignoring our sins, thinking they will go away on their own, or worse, accepting them as just a part of who we are, is like
avoiding the doctor. Instead, we should either find out that what we thought was a sin was in fact not, or that it is a sin
and how we can go about overcoming it. As difficult as this is, this step is not something we should resist or resent, be
cause it is a step on the path to holiness.
