Do You Know.. . 

Dear Parishioners, 

This weekend is our patronal feast day, the Feast of St. John the Evangelist, 

but it is also the first weekend after Christmas, which is when we celebrate 
the feast of the Holy Family.  This feast is always a good opportunity to 

reflect on the vocation of marriage. 

We all have the vocation to holiness, but God calls each of us to a particular 
way of living that vocation to holiness and growing in that vocation to holi-

ness.  Think of it as our own, personalized ticket to heaven.  For married 

couples, your ticket to heaven is each other and, in extension, your children.  
God has called you to serve Him by living faithfully your vocation as hus-

band and wife.  This includes every small act of faithfulness that you show 

to each other and to your children, which can be summed up as a life of 
sacrificial love.  Every time you die to yourself throughout the day, every 

time you sacrifice your own wants and desires for the good of your spouse 

and your children, and do so freely and joyfully out of love, you have 

grown in holiness.  This was lived beautifully by the Holy Family.  They 
underwent trials of poverty, of persecution by King Herod and of exile to a 

foreign land.  Yet they glorified God in an exalted and pure way by their 

humble service to each other.   

Itôs not easy.  We each have our own path to holiness that God has put be-

fore us.  We may be tempted to look at someone elseôs path and think, 
ñtheir path is easier, I want to go that wayò, but it doesnôt work like that.  

We either walk our own particular path to holiness, with the trials and the 

sufferings that come with it, or we walk no path at all, living selfishly, not 

paying attention to Godôs will and consequently, jeopardizing our souls.   

Good, holy families are so important, so let us keep our families in our 

prayers, asking God to strengthen them with the power of His love, and 
supporting them so that they will grow in holiness and one day be rewarded 

with the gift of heaven.
