é itôs been a year since the  
Menôs Clubôs kick-off event? In that 

year, theyôve held our first two very 

successful fish fries, cleaned up the 

storage area of Leoôs Den, spread 
fresh wood chips under the play-

ground equipment, started a parish 

softball league, helped organize our  
first-in-a-long-time parish festival, 

volunteered at our kick-off youth 

event, and started a Christmas Tree 
Lot.

Do You Know.. . 

Dear Parishioners, 

A bit of good news: despite the bad weather, our Christmas attendance was the highest itôs been for a number of years, 

up a little more than 100 people from last year.  Our collection was also up about $500 from last year.  It was wonderful 
to see our church filled to standing-room-only at the 4:30 p.m. Christmas Eve Mass; I suspect that many of you who 

have come to later Masses in the past came to the 4:30 this year in anticipation of the snow. 

We are wrapping up this calendar year, one that has been filled with a lot of excitement and a lot of challenges.  Itôs been 
exciting to see so many children at our Sunday morning Mass being led to the childrenôs Liturgy of the Word, the many 

things our new Womenôs Club and Menôs Club have started, and the new faces that we see as our parish has grown. 

However, as with many institutions and households, the challenges this year have been financial.  We have said good 

bye to a few of our wealthiest parishioners, either because of death or relocation, and we have felt the effects of this un-

certain economy.  These have made for some restless nights, until I remember the frank but oddly comforting prayer of 
Blessed Pope John XXIII: ñItôs your church, Lord.  Iôm going to sleep.ò 

We are halfway through our fiscal year, and as you have probably noticed from the bulletin, our Sunday collection is not 

keeping up with our budget.  The Finance Council and I always do our best to err on the side of caution when composing 
the budget, so it is not as bad as it has looked.  Our expenses have not been as high as we budgeted, so Iôve asked our 

business administrator to reflect those savings in the year-to-date expected number that we publish weekly.  So, we are 

only $19,000 behind, as opposed to $37,000. 

Being $19,000 behind on December 31, however, still projects to being $38,000 behind on June 30, the end of the fiscal 

year.  Again, like most institutions, we may have to tighten our belts a little, but before I make the difficult decisions of 
how to reduce our expenses by that much, I wanted to make you aware of the situation and let those know who may be 

able to afford to give more that we are in need, and ask those who are looking at their own household budgets and are 

reducing expenses that they please continue their level of support to the parish.  At the end of January, the Finance 

Council and I will look at our situation and take appropriate action.  One thing that will not be considered is reducing the 
parishôs financial support for the school; that support from our yearly budget is not extraordinary by any means, and this 

parish is committed to providing Catholic education to all those who desire it. 

I will discuss this next weekend at all the Masses, since I know not everyone reads the bulletin.  I have every confidence 

that better times are ahead as the economy recovers and as our parish grows.  The work of the Holy Spirit is palpable in 

this parish; He has led us through much more trying times than these, and He will lead us through this period in our his-
tory, too.  Please keep St. Johnôs in your prayers that Godôs will may be done, in our hearts and in our actions.
