Do You Know.. . 

Dear Parishioners, 

January 22, 1973, was a dark day in the history of our nation, the day that abortion at any stage of pregnancy and for any 

reason became legal.  Since that day, an estimated 50,000,000 children have died due to an abortion in our country.   
Friday marked the 37th anniversary of that day.  Whenever I address the topic of abortion, I am always conscious of the 

fact that it is very likely that there is someone hearing me or reading my words that has had an abortion, or helped some-

one have an abortion, and that there is often still pain, even decades later, because of that decision.  The following is the 

rationale for the Churchôs stance on abortion, and is in no way meant to condemn those who have participated in an 
abortion, for Godôs mercy is infinite, His love for you in boundless, and none of us is worthy to cast the first stone, since 

we are all in need of forgiveness.  

When considering the morality of abortion, there are two fundamental issues that must be addressed if one is to be intel-

lectually honest is human life sacred, and when does life begin?  If someone supports abortion but does not have answers 

to these questions, they still have work to do if they want to have an opinion based on reason. 

To the first question, the Catholic Church answers a resounding ñYes!  Life is sacred.ò  Another way to ask this question 

is: can a human being ever be used as a means to an end in a way that offends his/her dignity?  Can I treat you as less 

than a person in order to accomplish some other good?  For example, can I enslave you in order to construct a hospital?  
Can I use you for experiments in order to gain medical knowledge?  Can I kill one child in order to be able to give more 

attention to my other children, or to accomplish any other good thing?  The answer is no.  Human beings can never be 

used in a way that offends their dignity. 

The first question is usually not the issue.  To the second question, of when does life begin, we are asking, ñWhere is the 

line?  What is the moment, before which there is not life, after which there is?ò  The Catholic Church answers ñat the 
moment of conception,ò and science supports this.  The moment a new cell, distinct from the sperm and the egg, comes 

into existence, it is already a whole being with integrated parts all working together in an interdependent, coordinated 

way to carry on the activities of life, just as you and I are. 

One may say that they are not sure when life begins, but if that is the case, then they must err on the side of caution.  We 

cannot say, ñI am not sure if this is a human being, therefore I can kill it.ò  Imagine going out hunting with a friend, and 

you get separated.  Then you see movement behind a bush, but youôre not sure if itôs your friend or an animal.  Would it 
make sense to say, ñIôm not sure if thatôs my friend, therefore Iôm free to open fireò?   Of course not, and neither can we 

say, ñI donôt know if life has yet begun for this being, therefore I am free to abort it.ò  This, in a nutshell, is the rational 

basis for the Churchôs stance on abortion.
