From the Pastor...

Dear Parishioners,

At the beginning of this year, I brought our attention to the projected deficit for this fiscal year, and made an appeal to
the parish to ask for any additional financial support that you could afford. At the time, our best estimate of the deficit
by June 30, was $38,000; as of last week, that number was reduced to $34,000. I am very grateful to the parish for this

response, especially considering the trying financial times in which we live.

Unfortunately, that still leaves $34,000. This past week, I informed Jeff Jamieson (the music coordinator and instrumen-
talist for the 6:00 p.m. Mass), Maria Diaz (the rectory housekeeper who cleans Saturday mornings), and Kathy Tickle
(the Faith Formation secretary) that the parish could no longer afford their positions. I also informed Mary Fran Karani-
kolas (the parish receptionist and secretary) that her position has been reduced to part-time. I also informed our guest
cantors that we could no longer afford to pay them for their service, and will now rely on volunteers to serve as cantor
when Katie Schafer is not scheduled to sing. [ am very grateful to them for their service and commitment to the parish,

and their understanding of our situation.

These moves do not cover the entire projected deficit. The rest will be covered by using a portion of the Agency Ac-
count that was established in conjunction with our capital campaign. (If you recall, I approached a number of donors,
asking them if we could set aside their donation to the capital campaign for the time being. Those donations were in-
vested in the Agency Account with the Catholic Community Foundation, just as our endowment is, with the difference
being that we can access the principal of the Agency Account if we deem it necessary.)

We will continue to celebrate Mass at 6:00 p.m. on Sundays. I am exploring the possibility of having volunteers provide

music for the Mass; i f t hat i s

possible or it

rectory. Kathy Tickle will stay on as a volunteer helping with Faith Formation and the office as needed. And volunteers
will serve as the receptionist as much as possible, while Mary Fran provides secretarial work.

These adjustments will take time to get used to, but the staff and I will do our best to minimize the effects they have on
our parish life. There is no doubt in my mind that brighter days are ahead, but for the time being, these steps are neces-

sary if we are to live within our means.
