From the Pastor... 

Dear Parishioners, 

Have you ever wondered about the holy oils that we use for baptisms, confirmations, and anointing of the sick?  What 

kind of oil is that?  Can you buy it?  If not, then where do you get it? 

The oil that we use is simply olive oil, although the sacred chrism that is used for confirmations, ordinations and bap-

tisms has balsam mixed with it to give it its sweet fragrance.  You can obviously buy olive oil at any grocery store, but 

you can’t buy holy oil.  All of the holy oil that will be used in the archdiocese for the upcoming year is blessed in large 

containers by the archbishop at the Cathedral during a Mass in Lent, and distributed to the parishes and hospital chap-

lains. 

That Mass is called the Chrism Mass, and it will be celebrated on Tuesday, March 23, at 7:00 p.m.  All of the clergy are 

highly encouraged to attend this Mass, and, indeed, it would benefit all of the faithful to come celebrate this important 

Mass of our local Church.  Because our regular daily Mass on Tuesday would conflict with this Mass at the Cathedral, 

our Mass at St. John’s will be canceled, and all will be invited to attend the Chrism Mass. 

Incidentally, any priest could bless any kind of vegetable oil to be used for anointing of the sick in an emergency.  So if I 

come upon you having a heart attack in a grocery store and I don’t have my holy oils with me, I’d quickly give you gen-

eral absolution from all your sins, run and grab some Crisco, bless a little bit of it and anoint you, and you’d be good to 

go, literally.

… what we do with leftover holy oil 

at the end of the year?  We dispose 

of it, usually by burning it.  If the 

parish has an oil-burning lamp, that 

is an ideal place to put old holy oil.  

Otherwise, it can be burned on its 

own, or it can be poured outside on 

the ground (as opposed to down the 

sink into the sewer).
