From the Pastor...

Dear Parishioners,

I would like to make you aware of something that happened a couple weeks ago that I think captures the spirit of the par-
ish family that we have here.

On April 14, a parishioner contacted the parish office because she was in a difficult situation. She needed a car but
couldn’t afford to buy one. She knew it was a long shot, but she asked us to keep her in mind if, by chance, someone in
the parish wanted to give or sell their car to someone in the parish who was in need. I felt bad, because a parishioner had
made such an offer back in November, but at the time, we didn’t know of anyone who was in need of a car, and I didn’t
think it likely that another car would be offered any time soon.

One week later, a homebound parishioner that I visit told me that she would like to donate her car, which she could no
longer use. I smiled and told her that her generosity was answering someone’s prayers. The parish secretary called the
parishioner in need, and she could hardly believe it. “You have no idea how much of a difference this will make in my
life.” These two met, and now have the special connection of knowing that the Holy Spirit worked through both of them
to help bring them together.

Don’t you love that? Do you get the feeling that there are more situations where we could match needs with gifts, if we
only knew? The idea of having a place where we could post such needs and gifts has been floating around on the parish
pastoral council, and came up during our stewardship meetings following Fr. Lanzrath’s presentation, and I think its time
has come. If you have a need that you would like to make known to the parish, or a gift to offer to a person in need, con-

tact the parish office and we will put it in the bulletin, and try to find other ways to spread the word so that the message
can reach whoever needs to hear it. This is what families do — they ask for help when they need it, and they offer help

when it’s needed.
