Other Options

In the Catholic Church, the primary symbol is the Exchange of Vows, because this expresses the total gift of self by each person to the other.  This is most times elaborated by an exchange of rings. The rings are meant to express the never-ending promise/commitment just made in the Exchange of Vows.  People often ask about things like unity candles and other cultural and customary additions to the Catholic wedding ceremony. None of these things are written into the wedding liturgy, but can be added, if the couple wishes, after the exchange of rings.

A reading from the book of Genesis

His mother

said to the servers, "Do whatever he tells you." Now there were six stone water jars there for Jewish ceremonial

washings, each holding twenty to thirty gallons. Jesus told them, "Fill the jars with water." So they filled them

to the brim. Then he told them, "Draw some out now and take it to the headwaiter." So they took it. And

when the headwaiter tasted the water that had become wine, without knowing where it came from (although

the servers who had drawn the water knew), the headwaiter called the bridegroom and said to him, "Everyone

serves good wine first, and then when people have drunk freely, an inferior one; but you have kept the good

wine until now." Jesus did this as the beginning of his signs in Cana in Galilee and so revealed his glory, and his

disciples began to believe in him.

John 15:9-12

Jesus said to his disciples: "As the Father loves me, so I also love you. Remain in my love. If you keep my

commandments, you will remain in my love, just as I have kept my Father's commandments and remain in his

love. I have told you this so that my joy may be in you and your joy may be complete. This is my

commandment: love one another as I love you."
