Together, We Did It! ICA Update!   
Drum Roll……..$159,100! Thanks to the generosity 
of every donor, ICA has met its 2007 original goal 
of $150,000. Now we are working on the “& More.” 
When the ICA Executive Board set this goal this past 
spring, ICA had finished moving into our new facility 
and was completing a capital campaign. Last year’s 
goal of $193,000 for this fundraiser and the work in 
attaining it was also very fresh in our minds. The 
needs were not increasing as fast during the first part 
of the year as they did during the summer and at  
present, so the goal was set at $150,000 and the  
“& More” was added. 

ICA definitely needs the “& More” as ICA has  
experienced a tremendous growth in services. In  
January through November of 2006, ICA distributed 
352,259 pounds of emergency food; in the same time  
period in 2007, ICA distributed 453,826 pounds of  
emergency food, a 29% increase.  

But where the needs have increased unbelievably is 
in our emergency financial assistance. From January 
to November of 2007, ICA needed $225,112 to assist 
our neighbors—a 161% increase! This enormous 
growth in services without question supports the 
pressing need for growth in our funding sources as 
well—this is why ICA needs “$150,000 & More.” 

ICA will appreciate your generosity in assisting us in 
meeting the increased emergency needs evident in our 
communities. ICA is hopeful that the “150,000 & 
More” will translate into over $200,000 likely needed 
for our emergency financial assistance in 2008. 

Thank you for your support in 2007! ICA is over-
whelmed when we realize that through your generos-
ity we are serving our communities in a new facility—
a safe, secure, confidential environment—and we are 
assisting our neighbors with their needs in a more  
efficient manner—thereby serving more people.
