Today begins Catholic Schools Week.  The week-long event gives us an opportunity to remind 
ourselves of the importance of providing Catholic school education to our youth.  Critical studies 

of our Catholic school system in the US indicate over and over that our students do better in every category of educa-
tion.  There are several factors to consider in that evaluation.  The essential point is that in our schools there is freedom 
to teach the whole person.  The faith foundation of Catholic schools is our treasure.  It is the source of vocations and the 
source of lay leadership in the Church.  The effort to provide Catholic schools to our youth is increasingly difficult.  The 
costs necessarily continue to rise.  Some politicians and lobbyists continue to challenge effectively the right of parents to 
choose the education system for their children, and the responsibility of the state to provide equal funding for the educa-
tion of youth.  Nevertheless, the dedication of parents, grandparents and parishioners allows us to offer Catholic school 
formation for our youth from pre-school through 6th grade.  Today enjoy a delicious pancake breakfast and a tour of 
our school.  You will be impressed not only by the food but also by the spirit you will feel in the school.  The support of 
our school by the parish is admirable.  The support of Catholic education by our parents is heroic.  Financial support  
beyond those two sources is necessary.  Consider the endowment fund for the school and/or a Silent Saints donation to 
help those who cannot afford the full tuition.  Your prayer and volunteerism in the school as well as in the parish is also 
a fundamental need.   
 
THE WEEKEND OF FEBRUARY 9–10 we will offer the TRAVELING CHALICE vocation awareness program 
again.  Families and singles are invited to host the Traveling Chalice kit from Sunday to Sunday.  The honor carries with 
it the promise to pray for and talk about the vocations of priests, religious brothers and sisters.  My strong suggestion is 
that families also encourage their children to consider whether or not God is calling them to one of those  
vocations. Wouldn’t that be wonderful?

LIBERACIÓN Y REFORMA: Aunque quizá tengas que usar un 
atlas para determinar que Isaías está hablando de Galilea, la 
primera lectura de hoy (parte de la cual se leyó en Navidad) 
profetiza el futuro ministerio de Jesús en esa provincia. La 
luz que trae la salvación y regocijo es, fundamentalmente, 
Cristo. El tema es la liberación: liberación de la ignorancia 
(“tinieblas”) y también del pecado (el “yugo”). 
 Mientras Isaías identifica un lugar, así Pablo descri-
be una actitud: la actitud que crece, incluso entre gente bue-
na, de equiparar su propia voluntad con el bien común. Esto 
siempre origina desacuerdo, y así ha ocurrido en Corinto. 
Pablo no permitirá esto; todos somos miembros del “partido 
de Cristo”. El Evangelio no es para dividirnos. 
 Mateo cita a Isaías en el Evangelio de hoy, y presen-
ta a Jesús como el cumplimiento de las profecías de Isaías. 
El tema es “Conviértanse, porque ya está cerca el Reino de 
los cielos” (Mateo 4:17). Para difundir este mensaje, Jesús 
comienza a elegir discípulos, y hoy cono-cemos a cuatro de 
ellos: Pedro, Andrés, Santiago y Juan. 
LECTURAS DE HOY 
Primera lectura — El Señor glorificó el distrito de los gen-
tiles. Al pueblo se le apareció una gran luz. El Señor los ha 
colmado de alegría y de celebración (Isaías 8:23 — 9:3). 
Salmo — El Señor es mi luz y mi salvación (Salmo 27). 
Segunda lectura — Les ruego que se pongan de acuerdo, 
que no haya divisiones entre ustedes, y que vivan unidos en 
el mismo pensar y sentir (1 Corintios 1:10-13, 17). 
Evangelio — Jesús empezó a predicar y les decía: “Cambien 
su vida y su corazón porque está cerca el reino de los Cie-
los”.(Mateo 4:12-23 [12-17]).
