This weekend we have the opportunity to share in the mission and ministry of the Archdio-
cese.  The ARCHBISHOP’S ANNUAL CATHOLIC APPEAL campaign supports many pro-
jects and ministries that are not centered in parishes.  The office for religious education of youth 

and adults provides leadership and funding for school tuition, high school and young adult programs, programs for 
teachers of our Catholic schools and Faith Formation programs.  Ministries to aid minorities moving into mainstream 
church life, the Vocation Office, Hispanic Ministries Office, support for priests in special ministries (e.g., prison, hospi-
tal chaplains)—funding for projects like these comes from the Archbishop’s Office/the Chancery.  Our parish’s “fair 
share” of the total cost of such funding is just over $50,000.  Please be as generous as you can, as are those who serve in 
these ministries.  Remember that your donation can be spread out through the year.  That plan might make it possible to 
give more than a one-time donation would allow. 

Believe it or not, Wednesday this week is ASH WEDNESDAY.  Mass with the service of ashes is at 11:30 a.m. and 
7:00 p.m.  The mark of ashes we receive indicates our sincere intention to enter Lent.  Even with the mark of ashes, Lent 
is a joyful season. It is joyful in spite of us beefing up our spiritual life because it leads to Easter, new life given us in the 
resurrection of Jesus.  Self-denial, prayer life deepened, fasting, abstaining from what are excesses in our lives as well as 
meat on Fridays, almsgiving—these are healthy and helpful ways to know and celebrate the new life God gives us 
through Jesus at the end of this important season.  Enter it well, and pray for perseverance for self and all of us through-
out the season. 

Remember the PARISH MISSION and the renewal it offers all of us:  Mass on the weekend of February 23-24; ses-
sions with the mission Fathers on Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday evenings, February 25-27; Wednesday, February 27 
session for seniors and the children beginning with the 9:30 a.m. Mass.  Pray often for God’s blessings on the mission 
directors, Fathers Ed Vella, Bill Bueche and Patrick Grile, Redemptorist Fathers.

Lenten Regulations 

The Christian faithful are to do penance through 
prayer, abstinence and by exercising works of 

piety and charity. All Fridays through the year, and espe-
cially during Lent, are penitential days. 

ABSTINENCE:  All who have reached their 14th birth-
day are to abstain from eating meat on Ash Wednesday 
and all Fridays during Lent. 

FASTING: All those who are 18 or older, until their 59th 
birthday, are to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. 
Only one full meal is allowed on days of fast. 

Two other meals, sufficient to maintain strength, may be 
eaten according to one’s need, but together, they should 
not equal another full meal. Eating between meals is not 
permitted but liquids are allowed. 

The obligation does not apply to those whose health or 
ability to work would be affected seriously. People in 
doubt about fast or abstinence should consult a parish priest.
