You will be hearing from them soon, and 
regularly. The most important thing all of us can do at this time is to offer prayer to God for God’s guidance for us and 
for the Archbishop in the choice of a new pastor.  Prayer cards for this purpose are inside the front cover of the Gather 
hymnals, and also are available from the table in the foyer for anyone to take and pray at home.  This is an important 
moment in our parish’s history, and all of us can help make it one of the best moments.  Thank you for your understand-
ing, support and prayers. 

LENT, HOLY WEEK, AND EASTER were, once again, the best, reverent and joyful celebrations of our faith.  This is 
true because of the dedication and work of many, many people.
