• Last, but certainly not least, is the appointment of Father James Liekhus as the eighth pastor of St. John the  

Evangelist.  What good news we have in this assignment.  We will become more acquainted with him and his 
vision of church leadership as the weeks and months go on.  Now, we just praise God in thanksgiving for 
prayers answered, and work given so far by the Transition Committee. Their work really begins now and will 
be identified for the parish in the weeks ahead.
