WELCOME—THE SPIRIT OF GOD IS UPON ALL OF US TODAY! 
 
Today is PENTECOST.  The first Pentecost was a powerful event for the Apostles of Jesus and 
for the known world at that time!  The spirit of God descended upon and into the lives of the 
Apostles.  These frightened and confused “leaders,” chosen by Jesus to make His name known to 
the ends of the world, became bold and fearless proclaimers and doers of the words and deeds of 
Jesus.  This change happened because God’s own Spirit enfolded them AND they were open and 

ready to receive that Spirit.  The same experience is ours today.  The Spirit of God is ours to receive in new ways.  We 
open ourselves to that Spirit. We admit our need for God’s help to be the people God calls us to be, and to do the deeds 
that Jesus did.  We cannot do this alone.  With that Spirit of God we can accomplish many works of God.  Peace, under-
standing, support, forgiveness, help, care, empathy, energy, etc., are the gifts the Spirit gives to us who are aware of our 
need and open to God’s Spirit.  Let us reflect on how we need that Spirit to be who we are called to be, and to do what 
we are called to do.  Then let us welcome that Spirit. 
 
Some of you wonderful people are completing your pledges to the CAPITAL CAMPAIGN: Share in the Vision.  The 
five-year pledges are winding down—but some are still due!  You who shared in the vision of that campaign are respon-
sible for several parish improvements, among them:  replacement of energy efficient windows on the front of the school, 
the gym and the basement; school remodeling and computer/communication equipment for our reopened school and 
church offices; handicap accessibility at the entrance of the church and in the church; replacement of church doors for 
energy efficiency as well as light!  I regret to say that the funds pledged for the Campaign did not all come in—unless 
there is a last minute surge!  And the estimates we had for improvements went up as the time has passed from the Cam-
paign’s inception. Mostly I regret that the east and west school room windows are not able to be replaced.  I never 
wanted to be known as a “brick and mortar priest.”  Over the past 11½ years much has been done to the church and 
school that might give me that title. I do believe, however, that air-conditioning of the church and improvements and 
enhancements to the organ, repairing the pump in the Baptism Font so we have “moving water” there, are examples of 
how we have improved our worship ability. The funds that remain in the Capital Campaign will be used now to refinish 
the pews professionally, replace the office windows, and organize the electrical panel in the church.  The Finance Coun-
cil recommends adding a Capital Improvements budget line to build funds for the school windows and replacement of 
the steps of the main entrance to the church, and other repairs.  A plant that is 58 years old (the school) and 40 years old 
(the church) needs much attention at this point in its life.  We have done well in caring for this house of God, and I know 
you will continue to do well in the future.
